First of all, we would like to congratulate you for being elected host of the 2006 South American Games. Our Snipe class will be very proud to take part in the prestigious event that you are organizing.
 

The reason for this letter is to bring to your attention that the assigned quota of one Snipe crew per South American country is a very low number. Although our Class is the most popular double handed in South America, it is only active in 6 countries: Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Paraguay and Uruguay. There are no other countries in that region with reported activity, registered boats or members, or local authorities, making unlikely the possibility of a late entry in your games.
 

Therefore, the quota of one Snipe per country would leave you with a competition of maximum 6 boats, which we presume that it is not what the Organizing Committee is looking for. Increasing the Snipe quota to two per country would render in a exciting regatta among some of the best sailors in the world.
