As you may well be aware, proposals from the Government of Italy to dramatically change COLREGS* will be tabled at the 54th meeting of IMO's Safety of Navigation sub committee (NAV 54) in London during the week beginning 30th June 2008. 
ISAF in co-operation with IAIN (International Association of Institutes of Navigation) has submitted a paper strongly making the case not to change COLREGS in this way on the grounds that such changes would amongst other things, be confusing and dangerous. The government of New Zealand has also submitted a paper with objections to the proposals and many other delegations have expressed support for the ISAF position.
To ensure that maximum pressure is brought to bear at NAV54, each MNAs is urged to contact its national government maritime administration and strongly recommend them to:- 
 (a) submit a "comment paper" to IMO of not more than 4 pages in support of the views of ISAF/IAIN and New Zealand - the deadline is 9th May 2008 - and/or
 (b) to brief their delegation to promptly raise their card for the opportunity to speak in support of ISAF/IAIN/NZ immediately the subject comes up during the session. It can be critical that a good number of cards are raised at this time since silence or inaction may be taken as an endorsement of the proposal.
The ISAF delegation at NAV 54 will speak to our paper in the strongest possible terms.
