Hello all. 
 

I have inquired of the Lightning class about whether it would consider being classified as "Mixed".  The response from the President of the class and a number of sailors was a fast and emphatic "Yes".  Most of the teams already sail with one female, so it would not be a problem.  
 

I would like to propose that the Executive change the Lightning class to "Mixed" for the 2007 Games.
 

This will increase the number of females in sailing by 7, from 27 (19% of 140) to 34 (24% of 140), bringing us closer to the Olympic goal of 30% female participation. This will show sailing (and PASAF) to be leading the way in fostering female participation and will also make it easier to justify the Lightning Class.
