ONLY SINCE A COUPLE OF YEARS AGO,  WHEN OUR SOUTH AMERICAN SAILING CONFEDERATION WAS CREATED, A KIND OF SELF CRITICISM MADE US AWARE OF IT AND WE STARTED TO REASSERT OUR PARTICIPATION IN THE INTERNATIONAL SAILING.                           WE RECOGNIZED THE  NEED OF POSITIVE PLANS  - AS OUR PRESIDENT SAYS -   AND  BUILT A FIRM POSITION IN THE INTERNATIONAL SAILING ENVIRONMENT,  DEMANDING A TREATMENT  WITH NO DISCRIMINATION  AND REGULATED BY FAIR RULES.- 
 

SOUTH AMERICA CAN NOT AFFORD ANY LONGER THE INDIFFERENCE AND OMISSIONS MENTIONED BY MR. HENDERSON  WHEN  HE REFERS  TO THE OCCASION WHEN NO ONE SUPPORTED  HIM IN PROPOSALS THAT INCLUDED OBVIOUS  ADVANTAGES FOR OUR CONTINENT-.

History: 
In 1974 I voted for the Snipe and was the only ISAF delegate to do so. 
No one else from South or North America, Spain, Asian including Japan supported me. 
I also voted for the Laser Radial but lost out to the European lobby led by the countries 
who are now asking for your support. 

It is interesting to see the militancy now after 30 years and the accusations against 
ISAF when your own did not support your position earlier. I really feel that instead of 
accusing ISAF of legislating against South America to look in the mirror and see why 
things are not to your liking and set forth positive positive plans to correct it instead 
of accusing others. 

I feel this is also true for ISAF Officials and lets set forth a plan to ensure your best are 
included but they must be known internationally. It is sad the Luis Montabetti died so young 
as he was doing great work and nobody filled that void. 

ISAF has 7 Vice Presidents and not one since Peter Siemsen. Is there one who could 
get elected from that area this time and I do not mean one lives in Europe? 
There are good people like Lars Grael who should serve their apprenticeship at ISAF. 
It took me 25 years serving at ISAF before I became President and 10 before I became a VP and 
remember I come form a small country dominated by a large one. 
Set a positive plan and proceed forward.
