470: Sailed in the US Nationals and won. 
Snipe: Sailed in the Don Q. Augie Diaz won and I was 4th out of 60 behind Earl Elmes 
and Jeff Lenhart. 

Not bad!! Eh. 
I then went to the ISAF AGM and was the only delegate who voted for the Snipe 
and my reasons were well documented. 470 won. 
No Spanish or South American or North America supported my positive assessment of the Snipe. 
Just some history.
