It seems that there is support for the initiative SNIPE in the Olympics. Please send a ballot to the SCIRA Board for approval. I have attached a draft for your review, modification, approval, and sending. This matter is of grave importance for our class. The fears of the past are no longer applicable.
 

The facts are that the money for Class growth is controlled by the sailing national governing bodies (NGB) at ISAF member national countries. The Snipe will have a hard time getting recognition and funds from the NGBs, since there is no chance for a medal.
 

There was apprehension that the Snipe would be adversely affected by Olympics. I think there is no longer that fear. We can easily adapt to course changes for Olympic and regional games requirements. We will not accept any changes to our boat: no spinnakers, no weight changes, no structural changes.
 

We are already behind. We should have contacted ISAF already. We should be planning the demo in Italy already. We need to work on a power presentation and a brochure for November 2004. I urge you to instruct Jerelyn to send the ballot ASAP. Thanks for listening.
