However, to this moment there are no Byte manufacturers in the country, nor is that class in any way active around Brazil. > >A boat builder has indeed verified the possibility of manufacturing that boat here, some time in the past, but the project has been abandoned. Brazil doesn't have a strong tradition as a dinghy manufacturer. A few trials have been made with classes ( 420, ...), to no avail. The high costs involved in the process (moulds, strict construction requirements, labour) would rend the nationally manufactured product more expensive ( probably !) than imported boats. > >Last but no least, the expected sales volume would not justify the investment required. > >In the circumstance of a local boat builder deciding to manufacture the Byte, the time required to set up a high quality operation would be too long (past experience indicates a minimum of one year) and the high initial investment that would require too large. > >Considering the four year period of the Olympic Games, it would be very difficulty to set up shop to the required standard, to develop an active class in the country and train sailors to the level expected of an Olympic campaign in 2008. Varias tentativas fueron hechas con clases como 420, sin resultados. El alto costo del proyecto ( matrices, infraestructura general, mano de obra especializada ) podrian > >tornar el producto mas caro que los importados. > >Por último mas no menos importante, la expectativa del volumen de venta no justificaria la inversión. > >Ante la cirscunstancia de que un constructor local resolviera construir el BYTE, el tiempo requerido para realizar el proyecto con la alta calidad necesaria de un barco olimpico seria grande ( experiencias anteriores nos indican cerca de 1año ) y con una gran inversion. Considerando que el período es de 4 años entre los Juegos Olimpicos, sería muy difícil montar una linea de construccion adecuada de Bytes, desenvolver una clase activa en el pais y entrenar veleristas con un nivel esperado para una campaña Olimpica en el 2008.
